AN ACCOUNTANT'S VIEW OF DIRECT AND INDIRECT TAXES

An economist studies competing tax schemes with a view toward incidence--
allocation of the burden and the resulting incentive re—allocation of
resources. The accountant views matters more mechanically: how easy is the
measurement of the base taxed, what attribute of the basis can be measured
(historical cost, current cost), what measuring unit can be used (nominal
money units, constant purchasing power units). The economist's questions are
likely to be the more important ones, but the accountant's questions have
implications for ease of levying the taxes and incentives for voluntary

He recently taught a three-week course

in Singapore. He enjoys public 'speaking, and does it well. His speaking

style is clear, direct, informative, and soaked in free market philosophy.

For example, every year he includes in his accounting class a discussion

of whether a company that must add a fire escape to its factory in order

to comply with new government regulations should treat the fire escape as

an asset or an expense. The discussion is always lively, and invariably

boils down to economic issues.

I wish to report to the members of the Mt. Pelerin Society on
the events of the highly successful Hong Kéng Meeting and the near
future plans of the Society.

1l. The Election of New Officers

At the time of the General Meeting, the terms of the following
Directors of the Society expired:

Manuel Ayau
Milton Friedman
Henry Manne
Chiaki Nishiyama
Joaguin Reig

Our gratitude to these officers for their wvaluable services was ex-
pressed in a resolution at the Business Meeting on September 8.

At this same meeting the new Directors were nominated by Professor
Hayek and unanimously elected:

Manuel Ayau
James Buchanan
Ramon Diaz
Edwin Feulner
Herbert Giersch

The newly constituted Board then met and elected Manuel Ayau our
President for the next two years. I am delighted to turn the office
over to Manuel, who assumed office at that meeting of the Board.

The Board accepted the resignation of Jean Pierre Hamilius as
Assistant Secretary with warm appreciation for his great service to
the Mt. Pelerin Society over the years. The General Meeting enthusi-
astically endorsed a resolution of thanks to him.

2. The Hong Kong Meeting

The meeting of the Society in Hong Kong ran from September 3 to 9.
A considerable number of members of the society made a three day visit
to Taiwan immediately before the Hong Kong meeting. The program of the
meetings is reported at the end of this letter.

The meeting was by general consent one of our most successful ones.
The sessions were interesting, well-attended, and stimulated much dis-
cussion —— although everyone agreed that we have not yet found a way to




allow enough discussion from the floor. There were about 102 members
and a total of about 333 persons in attendance., The debt of the
Society particularly to Edwin Feulner and Chiaki Nishiyama is large:
they provided excellent arrangements .at every stage of the meeting,
culminating in a splended dinner at Repulse Bay on the closing night.
Most people made repeated investigations of the marvelous variety of
free markets the city provides.

At the dinner, the forthcoming eightieth birthday of our founder,
Professor Friedrich von Hayek, was celebrated, and he was given a
scroll by the officers and an elegant George III snuffbox by the member-
ship. The intellectual and physical vitality of Professor Hayek, who
responded with wit and grace to the gifts, was gratifying to observe.

3. Future Meetings

Dr. Glenn Campbell of the Hoover Institution (Stanford, Calif.)
offered to serve as host to the 1980 General Meeting and the invitation
was enthusiastically accepted. That meeting will be in the first week
of September, August 31 to September 6, 1980. This will be the first
General Meeting of the Society in the United States since 1958.

In addition a Regional Meeting is planned for early December of
1979 in Miami, Florida. Professor Henry Manne's invitation to organize
this conference was gratefully accepted. Professor Manne will devote a
good deal of attention to Latin America in this meeting.

Finally, there is good prospect that a Regional Meeting will also
be held in Madrid, Spain in September of 1979.

I returned home from the United States a
few days ago and found a copy of Dr. William Havender's
letter to you avaiting me.

I must hasten to correct the onening noint
in his letter. I did not invite him to be a speaker at

the Chile conference, for of course I did¢ not have the
right or authority to do so. I am afraid that he has
used the wrons language on this point., What I did was
to suggest that he offer you some subjects to speak on
if it were possible for them to be included in the
agenda.
